  In the 1900ôs Woodbine Cottage was owned by the Meek family  
  who were a prominent family in Prestonpans and also owned the  
Salt Works, an Orchard and land next to the railway.  Mrs Meek could often  
be seen carrying her small Pekingese dog around in a basket.   Sometime  
after Mrs Meekôs demise, Woodbine Cottage was owned by the local Council and  
became known locally as the óRent Officeô. It was the local register office and couples 
would get married in what is now the conference room, they would then have their 
wedding photographs taken in the garden. Prior to this, the council office had been in 
New Street, before that there was the óRent Collectorô an individual employed by the 
Council to go round and knock on peoplesô doors to collect the rent  
money.  The council offices are now  based at  óAldhammer Houseô,  
legend  is that  óAldhammerô was a pirate who used the live there,  
and the original dwelling was named after him,  óAldhammer Houseô.
